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6™ October 2011
Dear Parent/Carer,
ALTERATION TO BUS TRANSPORT

Further to the recent letter from the Parent Council to all parents regarding school transport, it
was agreed on Tuesday night at the meeting with Transport, Children’s Services and the
transport operator that a revised school-bus timetable would be put in place from the start of
next term, i.e. 26™ October. This will mean an earlier pick-up time for all those catching the
bus but one which will allow the bus to arrive in good time for the start of the school day,
something which is not happening under the current arrangements.

The bus will start at Sundibanks and then go to Trondra before turning and picking up at the
Blydoit stop. Sundibanks children will not have to cross the road to catch the bus.
Supervision will be in place at the school from when the bus arrives.
